In addition, 
participants have the opportunity to develop their lesson 
planning skills and deliver culturally enriching presentations 
to create a meaningful cultural and professional bond with 
an Australian school.

These workshops serve as fundamental building blocks, 
catering to various teacher training programs and 
encompassing a wide range of educational topics.

Virtual Masterclass for Educators

The Virtual Masterclass for Educators offers a dynamic 
and interactive learning experience, allowing participants to 
delve into specialised education topics through engaging 
online sessions. Led by the Department’s most accomplished 
teaching talents, these masterclasses provide a unique 
opportunity to explore their wealth of experience and 
innovative techniques.

This program is most suitable for educators who are pressed 
for time but aspire to rapidly advance their professional 
knowledge in this digital era.

Participants have the flexibility to choose between a 
single session or a series, depending on the desired depth 
and variety of the topic. Typically, the masterclasses are 
organised as a series of 5 to 10 sessions, combining both 
the workshop lessons and class observation experiences. 

To ensure an optimal learning experience, each session 
accommodates an audience size of 10 to 25 people. 
However, a larger class audience can be arranged upon 
consultation with EQI.

The masterclasses are offered in two formats:

Online class observation: This format employs a ‘camera-
in-a-classroom’ approach, providing participants with a live 
observation of a classroom setting. The session duration 
is 60 minutes, aligning with the standard school lesson 
duration of 45 minutes. At the conclusion of the lesson, 
participants may have the opportunity to interact with the 
class teachers for questions and answers.

Online workshop: This format is a live 90-minute training 
session focusing on a specific educational topic. It is 
commonly run in a seminar style, encouraging audience 
interaction with the subject expert. Alternatively, for larger 
audiences where interaction is less emphasised, the session 
can be delivered lecture style, maximizing the content 
delivery. Workshops are delivered by subject experts from 
the Department of Education, ensuring participants receive 
expert guidance and insights.

Queensland observes Australian Eastern Standard Time (AEST) which is 10 hours ahead of Greenwich Mean Time (GMT+10). An online workshop is 
available on weekdays between 9:00 am and 4:00 pm AEST. Our Online Observation class operates within school hours between 9:00 am and 3:00 pm 
AEST on normal school days.

To enrol in any of these programs, participants must be aged 
18 or above and not be a ‘disqualified person’. The minimum 
group size is 10 people. The program is only available to 
eligible organisations accredited by EQI. There is no minimum 
English requirement.

A ‘disqualified person’ refers to an individual who 
has committed offences and is considered unsuitable 
to engage in activities involving children. The term is 
defined in Working with Children (Risk Management 
and Screening) Act 2000 (Qld).

The EQI Professional Visit program is a group-based 
program. Organisations or agents may choose to sponsor 

a group of international teachers with customised learning 
goals with EQI. Please note that EQI does not accept 
individual enrolments. Individual applicants may enrol 
through one of our EQI accredited agents specifically for 
this program.

The EQI Professional Visit program is for professional 
learning purposes. It does not lead to a qualification 
or credit. However, upon successful completion of the 
program, each participant will receive a certificate of 
participation issued by the Department of Education.
